GOTTLIEB MARTY

Gottleib Marty married Elizabeth about 1855. I do not know her
maiden name. They had two children that [ have knowledge of, Mary
who was bornin 1856 and George Carl Marty who was born (in Illinois)
on June 8, 1858 and died (at Lincoln, Kansas) on June 6, 1906.

GOTTLEIB is our first know ancestor. I only recently found a name
for himin censusrecords. A bible belonging to George Carl Marty, son
of Gottleib Marty, had the inscription: Fathers birthday April 20, 1837
and Mothers birthday February 11, 1839. No one knew the names of
these individuals.

I'had been looking through census records for George Carl Marty and
was led to Beardstown Twp., Cass County, Illinois, as Beardstown was
listed as the birth place for
some of George's children. I
first found Gottleib Marty in
the 1860 Census for Beards-
town Twp., Cass County, Illi-
nois. He is listed there with
Elizabeth Marty, who I be-
lieve is his wife. However
their daughter, Mary who
would have been four years
old is not listed. George also
had a sister named Elizabeth
but because of the ages listed |
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Ifyouhave any ideas, suggestions
or information you would like to
see published in this newsletter
please do not hesitate to let me
know.

I wish to start by expressing my
gratitude to all who have worked
so hard for so many years to col-
lect what data we now have.

I
work at it every chance I have and
seem more driver by each new
fact or name.

is his sister.

In the 1870 Census for Beards-
town Twp., Cass County, Illinois,
I again find Gottleib. He is listed
here with Elizabeth (wife), Mary
(daughter) and George Marty
(son). Gottleib lists his occupa-
tion as "Farmer", Elizabeth's as
"Keeps house" and Mary as "At
home". In this record Gottleib
listed his place of birth as Swit-
zerland. This is contrary to all I
had known previously. It was my
understanding that Germany was
our place of origin. He lists his
wife, Elizabeth as being born in
[linois but her parents were born
in France. I plan to search further
into the birth and death records of
[llinois and will share any new
findings in the next issue.

In the 1880 Census for Beards-
town Twp., Cass County, Illinois,
I find Gottleib listed with Mary
(his wife) and George (son). By
this time Mary would have been
24 years of age and I assume was
either married or at least not liv-
ing at home. Gottleib lists his
occupationas "Farmer". Againin
this census Gottleib lists Switzer-
land as his birthplace and the
birthplace of his parents. I have
many immigrant lists and shall
thoroughly search them now that
I know a name to look for.

I do not know the place of birth,
death or burial for Gottleib, or his
wife Elizabeth. Mary & George
Carl Marty are listed as being
born in Illinois and I assume that
possibly they were born some-
where in the vicinity of Beards-
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town. I know that George Carl
Marty died at his farm in Lincoln
and is buried near there.
