many of you were unsure of how to read
the descendants chart that I included. I
shall again include an updated chart
along with detailed information on how
to read and understand it.

I have received much updated informa-
tion from many of you and will include
it in the new descendantschart. We have
had births, marriages and sadly deaths
this past six months. I think it a good
idea to include a column for just these
items and shall do so from this issue
forward. I WILL need your help in
making sure it is current and correct.

I am continuing to research our ances-
tors and descendants. It is my hope

Gottlieb Marti
My research of Gottlieb has turned up many interesting and unusual facts.
Gottlieb was born April 20,1837 in Switzerland. I have been unable to track
Gottlieb back to his birthplace. Iknow from censusrecords that he was born
in Switzerland. I found a Gottlieb Marti born in Engi, Glauris, Switzerland
in 1837. The birth days are not exact but are within a few days of each other.
Both Gottliebs have a sister named Elizabeth and these facts tend to make
me believe that our Gottlieb is the same one I found in Switzerland. I have
been researching immigration records attempting to track Gottlieb back to
Switzerland. A thorough search of ‘ ‘Germans to America’ ’ was fruitless. I
am now searching the “Hamberg Passenger Lists”. These are lists of all
passengers that departed Germany, Switzerland and other similar areas via
the port of Hamberg, Germany. The “Hamberg Passenger Lists” are hand
written in German. Seeing as how I do not speak German this has been a real
experience. I have found agentleman whom I believe to be Gottlieb’s brother
and hope to be fortunate enough to find Gottlieb. I have to get back to the
library and finish reading these lists. Any further developments will be in
Volume # 3. If my link to Gottlieb in Switzerland proves to be good I will
have found Marti ancestors back to the year 1580.

Now on with Gottlieb. I have a copy of Gottlieb’s marriage license. He
married Elizabeth Noulen on August 20,1858. Elizabeth is listed as ‘ ‘Mrs”
Elizabeth Noulen on the marriage license. This leads me to believe that she
was married before her marriage to Gottlieb. A search of Illinois records for

NOULEN was fruitless. I had hoped
to find information about Elizabeth’s
marriage and possibly any children
by that marriage.

From the census records I find that
Gottlieb and Elizabeth had two chil-
dren. Mary Marty, born in 1856, and
GeorgeCarlMartybomJune8,1858.
Ironically Illinois began keeping
marriage records in 1854 but did not
keep birth records until 1860. So I
have marriage records but no birth
records for this family. It is obvious
that Mary and George were born
before Gottlieb and Elizabeth were
married. This is part of the reason I
searched for a prior marriage for Eliza-
beth. To see if one or both the chil-
dren were by her previous marriage.
It is possible that Mary was born to
Elizabeth and her previous husband,
one Mr. Noulen, however I have no
proof of that. George Carl, I believe,
must belong to Gottlieb and Eliza-
beth because he was born in June
1858 and the couple got married in
August 1858. With no birth records
I fear this may be an unsolved mys-
tery. To add more puzzle to this,
Gottlieb and Elizabeth listed both

Mary and George on federal census
records as their daughter and son. I
plan to continue to work on this mys-
tery. If anyone can help shed light on
this matter I would be forever in your
debt.

Gottlieb married Elizabeth and from
census records I know they lived in
Beardstown, Illinois through 1880.
The 1890 Federal Census burned and
no record was found in the 1900
Federal Census for Illinois. From a
family bible I learned that the family
moved to Kansas on August 6,1887.
However, I do not fmd Gottheb  in any
Census records for Kansas. Informa-
tion received from the Marti files in
Switzerland shows that Gottlieb died
on April 3,1896 but these records do
not list a place of death. I believe it is
possible that Gottlieb died in 1896 as
it is about that time I lose track of him.
He may have died in Illinois but I find
no death record there for him. He
may have died enroute to Kansas in
which case there may be no record of
his death or if such a record exists it is
inanotherState.  Grhemayhavedied
in Kansas. In which case there may be
no record of his death because Kansas
was just beginning to be settled and
records were not kept in those early
years. This is another mystery about
Gottlieb, I hope to be able to solve in
time.

From census records I know that
Gottlieb was a member of the Illinois
militia during the Civil War. I have
not researched this but plan to do so
when time allows.

I also want to research early land
records for Lincoln and Elkhom, Kan-
sas as I find Elizabeth (Noulen) Marty
living there in the 1900 Kansas Cen-

sus, listed as a landowner. It is pos-
sible she and Gottlieb owned land
there together. This is something else
to keep me busy this winter.

Recap: Gottlieb was born in Switzer-
land in 1837. Had a daughter (Mary)
born in 1856 and a son (George) born
in 1858. HemarriedElizabethNoulen
in August 1858. I find him in the
1860, 1870 & 1880 Federal Census
and the 1865 State Census in
Beardstown, Cass Co., Illinois. This
leads me to believe he immigrated
about 1854 - 1855. I believe, from
Swiss records, that Gottlieb died in
1896.

Gottlieb is the one largest question
mark in our ancestors. If I can con-
nect him to Switzerland, and the
Gottlieb I found there, it will clear up
part of the mystery and fill in our
family tree back to 15 80 and a gentle-
man by the name of Mattheus Marti
who lived from 1580 to 1659.
Mattheus was married twice and had
nine children. More later . . . . . I hope.

George Carl  Marty (1858 - 1906)

George Carl Marty was born in
Beardstown, Illinois on June 8,1858.
Hespenthischildhoodonafarmwith
his father, mother and sister. He
married Maggie Hobrock in
Beardstown, Illinois on May 6,1883.
They were married by the Reverend
J. Bond of the First Evangelical
Lutheran Church. In witness were
the brides parents, Henry and Mary
Hobrock The groom was twenty five
years of age and the bride was seven-
teen. They had obtained their mar-
riage license on May 5, 1883 in the
Cass County Court House in Vir-
ginia, Illinois. County Clerk J.F.
Robinson issued and signed the docu-
ment. I have a copy of this document.

While in Beardstown the couple had
two sons, Herman Henry Marty,
born September 14, 1883 and John
AmilMarty,bornDecember20,1884.

The George Marty’s lived in
Beardstown, Illinois from 1883 until
1887 when they moved to Kansas.

After moving to Kansas the couple
had a daughter, Mary Elizabeth
‘ ‘Lizzie” Marty, born on October 18,
1893.

From all accounts and census records
I know that George was a farmer and
lived in Elkhorn Township, Lincoln
County, Kansas. I want to research
land records in the Elkhom and Lin-
coln, Kansas area for information
about early land ownership. If any-
one has any information about this I
would greatly appreciate your help. I
know of an old stone house near
Lincoln where the Marty’s lived. I
have never visited this house but I am
the proud owner of a stone from this
structure. The stone was compli-
ments of my Uncle Emil Marty, son
of Herman Henry Marty. Thank You
Uncle Emil. Your thoughtfulness
will never be forgotten.

George Carl Marty died June 6,1906,
at home, on his farm south west of
Lincoln, Kansas. He was 47 years 11
months 29 days young. I have been
unable to find a cause of death for
George. His death certificate states
that he had glaucoma, and I know he
was blind at the time of his death.
However, glaucoma is not a fatal
illness. Again if any of you can help
me with a cause of death I would
greatly appreciate it. George was a
young man when he died. He is
buried at the Lincoln Cemetery.

I have some information on George’s
wife, Maggie, and will compile it in a
later edition of this newsletter. Also
will include articles on all of George’s
children in later editions.
